Key notes to discuss with HOA members:

1. Theft of disc golf net at 805 Seneca Pl – does not get included with Madison Park’s stats due to location being tied to elementary school
2. Accessibility of tools for potential suspects – statement from suspect when he was arrested “used tools that were located on the porch to break in the window.”
3. 911 caller helped Police locate and arrest residential burglary suspect

4. Cell phone thefts are up city wide – consider using apps like “Find my iPhone” or similar applications in case of thefts.  Program is a GPS tracking for the device
5. Holidays are coming!  Be careful with placement of holiday decorations, leaving your new large television box by the curb to advertise to potential thieves and when attending holiday parties this season always arrange for a DD when drinking Santa’s punch ~
Couple who recently moved to corner of Halstead & Montford questioned how to request a 4-way stop for the intersection, since it is used as a cut through from Woodlawn to Park.  Stated they had already witnessed one accident there.  President Doss explained there would have to be a traffic count.  If the intersection qualified then residents would have to petition to get the 4 way stop added, or request the HOA to support the project.   Then the HOA could pay to do a mailer to a CDOT defined 1000 foot radius from the purposed all stop alerting residents to the plan and giving a feedback period.     Resident can call 311 to make a request for all stops / traffic calming.  Streets with road humps require more than 2500 vehicles a day to even qualify.   Streets without speed humps require just a 600 vehicle count.   
One resident expressed concerns about getting vehicles to slow down on Seneca, ask if the police department would loan a radar gun to the community….answer NO, expensive equipment and expensive training to use correctly

Reminder to secure vehicles, DO NOT leave purses, wallets or other valuables in plain view or leave the window down or the keys in the car.  There have been several thefts from vehicles at Marion Diehl in past few weeks.
Tree Banding Matching Grant Approved.

Individual Street Light Request
A couple of people have asked how to request an individual street light.  We have helped residents obtain several of these over the last decade.  The process is fairly simple.  What you need to do it call 311 and make a request for an individual street light.   Todd Huss will contact you from CDOT and go over the petition he sends you.  In short the petition normally requires all residents normally like 3 or 4 residents within like 75 feet of the proposed new light install to sign off. That means 100% in favor.  Once that is completed and turned in to City, CDOT will have Duke Energy come out and take a look.   If there is a pole already up the light install goes a bit faster.  
The subject of Street Light Repairs Came Up

One can go to Duke’s website to report a street light outage or call 311 to report.  We also have the link on our web site under the community heading for links.   When reporting, be specific as to address of light pole. Repairs are normally made during the day, so mark the pole with tape or ribbon to ensure Duke Energy finds the pole with the bad light.

· That CMS has chosen to allow the buffers to grow up natural at all their locations.
· Would have the league using the sports fields to chain the goals when they leave each day in the center of the field. 
· Would also at some point have the netting promised last year by CMS installed to keep balls etc. from coming into the rear yards.
· Will also instruct the custodians to pick up the wooded area behind the privacy fence and neighbors rear yards on a regular basis. 
The HOA hopes this time CMS will do what they tell us.
